PRECINCT OFFICER ELECTIONS
· WHAT/WHY- Voters in each precinct will meet to elect a Captain, a Co-Captain and a Youth Captain (40 years of age or younger when elected). The elections are a part of the reorganization of the Republican Party of Kentucky that occurs every 4 years. The purpose is to strengthen our grassroots efforts so we can elect Republican candidates to office. Newcomers as well as politically experienced people are welcome and encouraged to attend. 
· WHEN /WHERE- Elections will be held on Saturday, March 3rd at Lafayette High School’s cafeteria, 400 Reed Lane in Lexington.  Registration will take place from 9:15-9:45. You must be in line by 9:45 to register. Elections will begin at 10:00. 
· WHO/ WHAT TO BRING- To participate, you must be a Registered Republican voter in Fayette County as of October 10, 2011 (i.e. eligible Republican voter in previous General Election). You must show a government issued photo id. If you have moved from one precinct to another since Oct. 10, you must bring proof of address (current driver’s license, utility bill, etc.) 
· WHAT ARE THE DUTIES OF PRECINCT OFFICERS? Precinct officers will meet following the County Mass Convention on March 17 to elect the County Executive Committee members. Precinct officers are expected to support the Republican Party and to volunteer for Republican candidates. Precinct officers are the first level of grassroots volunteerism that the party needs to campaign effectively and win elections. Effective volunteer efforts include networking with voters, recruiting other volunteers, distributing yard signs, encouraging new residents to register to vote, and contacting Republican voters to remind them to vote. As elected leaders, precinct officers may not volunteer for, publicly support, sign ballot petitions for, or contribute financially to a non-Republican in a partisan election with a Republican candidate.

COUNTY MASS CONVENTION
· WHAT- The County Mass Convention is the beginning phase of the Republican Party of Kentucky’s process for selecting a Republican nominee for President from Kentucky. The purpose is electing a slate of delegates and alternates to the district and state convention as well as adopting resolutions for consideration at the district convention and electing members to serve on district convention committees (i.e. Credentials, Rules, Committee on Permanent Organizations, Nominations, and Resolutions). Attendees will also have the opportunity to participate in a straw poll and to meet 2012 state candidates.  

· WHERE/WHEN The County Mass Convention will be held on Saturday, March 17th at Lafayette High School’s cafeteria, 400 Reed Lane in Lexington. Registration will take place from 9:15-9:45. You must be in line by 9:45 to register. The meeting will begin at 10:00. 

· WHO - To participate, you must be a Registered Republican voter in Fayette County as of October 10, 2011 (i.e. eligible to vote in the previous General Election). You must show a government issued photo id.
· RESOLUTIONS- All proposed resolutions must be submitted in writing to the chair of the Resolutions Committee for consideration no later than Feb. 17th. The chair is Andy Hightower andyhi@gmail.com. Resolutions may be sent via e-mail or mailed to RPFC PO Box 4288 Lexington KY 40544 and received no later than Feb. 17th. 

· ELECTION OF EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEMBERS Immediately following the County Mass Convention, a meeting of the Precinct Officers will be held for the purpose of electing the county Executive Committee. · Executive Committee members are expected to support all Republican candidates for elected office in partisan elections. They may not volunteer for, publicly support, sign ballot petitions for, or contribute financially to a non-Republican in a partisan election with a Republican candidate. 
· Executive Committee members, as leaders of the Party, are expected to participate in activities of the Party as much as possible.
